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Mat Collishaw Aritmi'de sanat ve bilim arasinda bir koprii kurarak bu iki diinyanin birbirine
dokunmalarini sagliyor. Collishaw, bunun icin sanat ve bilimin en 6nemli isimlerinden
Albrecht Direr ve Ernst Haeckel'dan yola cikiyor. Hem Diirer'in Rénesansinin felsefesi
ve metodolojileri hem de Haeckel'in on dokuzuncu yiizyll fikirleriyle bugiiniin Yapay
zeka ve yeni teknolojilerinin kapasitelerini birlestiriyor. Bunlar hep birlikte dogal diinyaya
verdigimiz tepkilerin akisini ya da ritmini bozuyorlar (aritmi diizensiz kalp atisi anlamina
gelir). Collishaw buradan hareketle gtinimiiztin zorlayici iklim krizi kosullarinda dogaya
dair yeni okumalar ve anlayislar tretiyor.

Collishaw Aritmi'de Albrecht Diirer ve Leonardo Da Vinci gibi Ronesans sanatgilarinin
diinyaya bilimsel bakisimizi gelistirmek icin son derece gerekli olduguna inandiklari
dogay! dikkatle gozlemlemenin 6nemi nosyonunu inceliyor. Sanatgi, Fisildayan
Calilar ve Haseki Kiipesi adli eserlerinde, Albrecht Direr'in yol kenarindaki gésterissiz
bitkilerin gtizelliklerini vurguladigi Biiyik Cimen Obedi (1503) tablosunu canlandirmistir.
Collishaw'un bitkileri, iclerinden riizgar esiyormus ya da su altinda saliniyorlarmig
gibidirler.

Collishaw, Borusan Contemporary’nin denizde oynasan akintilarin  muhtesem
gérintilerinin eglik ettigi Bogaz kiyisindaki konumunu referans alarak Ernst Haeckel'in
mikroskobik deniz organizmalarini resmettigi harika botanik cizimleriyle Albrecht
Diirer'in Mahserin Dért Atlisi adli ahsap baskisini (yaklasik 1497/98) birlestirip Pandora
isimli yeni bir biiytk 6lcekli karakalem c¢izim yaratti. Collishaw bu yeni cizimini
Direr'in ve Haeckel'in fikirlerini yapay zekéyla birlestirerek tretti. Yapay zekaya “deniz
organizmalan” gibi komut metinleri girdi ve bunlari Diirer'in mahser imgelerine ekledi.
Yapay zeka, insanin dogaya ya da afetlere yonelik bakis agilarina tabi degildir ve
buldugu cevrimici referanslardan kendi yeni anlatilarini yaratir.

Mat Collishaw'un Ernst Haeckel hayranligi ilgingtir ¢tinkii Haeckel da sanatla bilimi
birlestiren bir bilgedir. Haeckel harika bir sanatci olmasinin yani sira Darwin‘in evrim
kuraminin bliytik bir destekgisiydi ve binlerce yeni tiir kesfetti. Bir bagka Alman bilim
insani olan Alexander von Humboldt'un etkisiyle, ekoloji gibi kilit cevre terimlerini
ortaya atti. Humboldt, “doganin birligi” adini verdigi, gezegenimizin her tarafinin
birbiriyle baglantili oldugunu iddia eden devrimci bir kuram gelistirmistir ve insanlarin
iklimi degistirdiklerinin farkina varan ilk kisilerden biridir. Tipki Haeckel gibi o da felsefeci
Immanuel Kant'in takipgisiydi ve dogaya dair bilimsel bir anlayisi yaratmak icin hayal
guictintn ve duyularimizin kullaniminin gerekli olduguna inaniyordu.

Tipki Diirer gibi, Collishaw da yaklasan cevre felaketlerine egilir. Yeni videosu
Sonuna Dek’te bir zamanlar yesil olan doga, Samuel Barber'in biytleyici muizigi
Yayli Calgilar icin Adagio esliginde tahrip edilir. Melez Giicii videosunda doga, Barok
tablolarin bulundugu bir Londra Ulusal Galerisi odasini Amazonvari egzotik ve stilize
agaclarla ele gecirir ve cevresel bir afette sanata ne olacagi sorusunu sorar.

iklim degisikliginin deniz yagsami Gizerindeki sinsi etkileri Collishaw’un yeni ve olaganiistii
zoetropunda (hareket eden resimlerden olusan bir oyuncak) gézler &niine seriliyor.
Zoetrop hareket etmeye basladiginda gézlerimiz 1sildayan bedenleriyle devinen
denizanalarini kadraja aliyor ardindan onlari denizdeymis gibi kipirdayan ortadaki
ahtapotla karsilastiriyor. Cinlayan Sirenler adli bu zoetrop, Tiirkiye kiyilarinda ¢ogu
istilaci tlrler olan denizanalarinin yayginlagmalarini vurguluyor ve bun canlilari doganin
zekasinin sembolii olan, kapana kisilmis ahtapot ile yan yana getiriyor.

Mat Collishaw'un Aritmi'si teknolojiye doymus diinyamizin bunaltici karmasikligini ve
bunun dogayla iligkimiz ve yaklasan ekolojik afet i¢cin ne anlama geldigini inceliyor.
Collishaw yakin gozlemin sanatsal disipliniyle yeni bilimsel fikirleri bir araya getirmis
Snemli tarihsel distnurlerden faydalaniyor. Dogayla gercek bir iletisim kurmak icin
sadece kuramlara degil hayal glicimuze ve duyularimiza da ihtiya¢ duydugumuzu
6ne siriyor. Pandemi ve iklim degisikliginin bircok kisiyi daha dar ve otoriter
bulduklari bir bilim diisiincesini sorgulamaya yénelttigi zamanlarda bu hayati bir
6nem tasiyor. Collishaw eserleriyle teknolojinin bize, dogaya ve dogayla iliskimize
dair yeni gérme yollari ve baglantilar sunabilecegini éne surtiyor.
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In Arrhythmia, Mat Collishaw creates a bridge between the world of art and the world
of science allowing them to touch. To do this Collishaw has drawn from towering
figures of art and science, Albrecht Direr and Emnst Haeckel. He has combined the
philosophies and methodologies of Diirer's Renaissance and Haeckel’s nineteenth-
century ideas with the capacities of today’s Al and new technology to disrupt the flow
or rhythm (arrhythmia means irregular heartbeat) of our normal responses to our natural
world. From this he creates new readings and understandings of nature at this time of
impending climate crisis.

Throughout Arrhythmia Collishaw examines the notion of the importance of careful
observation of nature which Renaissance artists such as Albrecht Direr and Leonardo
Da Vinci believed were vital to advance our scientific way of looking at the world.
In Whispering Weeds and Columbine Collishaw has animated Albrecht Diirer's drawings
The Large Piece of Turf (1503) which highlight the beauty in lowly plants at the side of
the road. Collishaw’s plants move as though the wind is blowing through them, swaying
as though underwater.

Drawing from Borusan Contemporary’s context alongside the Bosporus with amazing
views of the currents running across the sea, Collishaw has created a new large-scale
charcoal drawing Pandora with the beautiful botanical drawings of microscopic marine
organisms by Ernst Haeckel combined with The Four Horsemen of the Apocalypse
woodcut, circa 1497/98, illustration by Albrecht Direr. Collishaw has combined Drer’s
and Haeckel’s ideas with artificial intelligence. He fed the Al text prompts such as
“marine organisms” and added them to the Diirer apocalypse image. The Al is not
subject to human ways of looking at nature or disaster and creates its own new narrative
from the references it finds online.

Collishaw'’s fascination with Haeckel is interesting as he also combines art and science.
Haeckel was a wonderful artist, a great proponent of Darwin's theory of evolution and
discovered thousands of new species. He conceived key environmental terms such as
ecology influenced by scientist Alexander von Humboldt who created a revolutionary
theory that all aspects of the planet were interconnected—the “unity of nature”.
Humboldt was one of the first to realize that humans were changing the climate.
Both were followers of the philosopher Immanuel Kant and believed the imagination and
use of our senses are necessary to create a scientific understanding of the natural world.

Like Diirer, Collishaw is also preoccupied with the prophetic looming environmental
disaster. In his new video Even to the End once verdant nature is destroyed by forest
fires with a haunting soundtrack Samuel Barber's Adagio for Strings. In his Heterosis
video nature has taken over London’s National Gallery with Baroque paintings
overgrown with Amazonian exotic and stylized plants, asking what might become of art
in an environmental disaster.

The sinister effects of climate change on marine life are also portrayed by Collishaw’s
incredible new zoetrope. As the zoetrope moves from the static our eyes frame the
moving jellyfish with luminous bodies and contrast it with the central octopus all moving
as if in the sea. The zoetrope Sounding Sirens highlights the proliferation of jellyfish
around Turkish shores, many of which are invasive species and juxtaposes them with
an imprisoned octopus symbolic of nature’s intelligence.

Mat Collishaw's Arrhythmia explores the overwhelming complexity of our technology-
saturated world, our relationship to nature and impending ecological disaster.
Collishaw draws on key historic thinkers entwining artistic discipline of close
observation with scientific ideas. He suggests that to really connect with nature we
need not only our theories but our imagination and our senses. This is vital at a time
when both the pandemic and climate change have led many to question what they see
as a narrower, more authoritarian view of science. Through his work Collishaw suggests
that technology might also give us new ways of seeing and connections that create new
understandings of nature and our relationship to it.
