Bill Viola, kirk yili askin stiredir insan olmanin gizemlerini bu silrecte hizla
gelisen teknolojiyi mecra olarak kullanarak inceliyor. Sergideki on isten
dokuzunun Uretildigi son yirmi yilda medya sanatlari alaninda bir 6nci
olarak 6ne gikmanin &tesinde zamanimizin en 6nemli ve saygi duyulan
sanatgilarindan biri oldu. Gegici, Viola'nin istanbul'daki ilk bytik capli
sergisi.

Viola'nin muhtesem kompozisyonlariyla biyiileyen isleri, sadece estetik
lzerinden dederlendirmek gerekirse “sinematik” olarak tanimlanabilir.
Her ise sinmis olan biytik anlatinin ipuglari bizi icine cekerken, dogum,
6lum, korku, arzu ya da gergeklikle ilgili daha 6grenmedigimiz bir

seyi bize aktarma soziinii veriyor. Islerin gizemli olduklari kesin; gorsel
netliklerinin zenginligi, insan ve insan olmanin ne demek oldugunun
sorgulanmasi, celiskilerle yiizlesilen tavir, bizim hikayeyi aramamiza yol
agryor.

Fakat bu isleri tiiketmek o kadar da kolay degil. Klasik Budizm'deki
bilmecelere, koanlara benziyorlar; ¢é6ziimi olmayan, giindelik
hayatimizla ilgili bilincimizi sorgulayan ve bu bilinci asmaya bizi
zorlayarak Budistler kadar surrealistlerin de gercgekligin gérilebilecegi
bir hal olarak niteledigi yere gétiiren bilmeceler. Viola'nin “gérinmez
diinya” olarak tanimladigi, standart entelektiiel diizenlerimizin yapay
oldugunu fark ettigimiz algi durumu tecriibe edebiliriz. Bagimsiz bir
benlige sahip olan algimiz, fiziksel diinyayi duyumsama tecriibemiz,
zaman farkindaligimiz (zamanin ge¢gmesi, zamanin hizlanmasi ya da
yavaslamasi, zamanin yeri ve hafizayi tanimlamasi, ge¢mis, glinimuiz ve
gelecek arasindaki farklar) bu diizenlerin parcasidir. Viola, bittin bunlari
algi olarak yeniden g6z 6niinde bulundurmamizi talep ediyor.

en basit elementlerle yluzlesme. Bu sonuncusu Viola'nin en gtglu
motiflerinden. Yiikselis ve Sal gibi islerinde insanlarin bu elementlerle
miicadelesi ve onlar tarafindan kontrol edilmesi, Madison ve Sharon'da
suyun iginde olmanin cennetsi bir tecriibe olmasi, riiya haliyle
iliskilendirilmesi, stikuneti.

Bill Viola: Impermanence

Bill Viola has been investigating the mysteries of the human condition
for more than forty years, employing technology as a medium that
during those decades evolved at a rapid pace. In the past twenty years,
a period represented by nine of the ten works in this exhibition, Viola
emerged not only as a pioneer in the field of media arts, but perhaps
even more so as one as of the most important and revered artists of our
time. Impermanence is Viola's first major survey exhibition in Istanbul.

His works—exquisitely composed, mesmerizing—could best be
described as “cinematic” if one were only concerned with esthetics.
Each work seduces us with its hint of a grand narrative at work, a
promise to reveal to us something we do not already know about birth,
death, fear, desire, or reality. Certainly the works are enigmatic, but with
their lush visual clarity, and with the presence of humans and human
agency, with some conflict being confronted—we search for the story.

But these works are not so easily consumed. They are like koans,
classic Buddhist riddles that are irresolvable, the contemplation of
which destabilizes our everyday routine consciousness and forces

us to transcend that consciousness, to a state in which, according to
Surrealists as well as Buddhists, we have the possibility of actually
seeing reality. We may experience a glimpse of what Viola calls the
“invisible world” where our standard intellectual configurations of
existence are revealed to be artificial: our sense of an independent
self, our sensory experience of the physical world, and our awareness
of time—time passing, time slowing or speeding up, time defining age



and memory and the distinction between past, present, and future.
Viola is asking us to consider that all of these are merely perception.

There are themes that run throughout all ten works: immersion,
transformation, a confrontation with basic elements of air, and

water. That last one is among Viola's most powerful motifs. In works
such as Ascension and The Raft water is a force the human figures
struggle with and are controlled by; while in other works, such as
Madison and Sharon, the immersion in water is a peaceful, perhaps
edenic experience, a connection to the dream state. Viola’s early
childhood event of near drowning is well known, but rather than see
autobiography in his art, we can consider his own interpretation of his
experience, as one true moment when he saw reality as it is, beautiful
but fleeting. Buddhists will remind us, as will the naysayers of our
current social media saturation, that this is a problem of attentiveness,
of being present in the moment.

Chott el-Djerid, a much earlier video from 1979, addresses the question
of perception, and serves to underpin the connective strands of the
later pieces. Subtitled A Portrait in Light and Heat, it considers the
phenomenon of a desert mirage, the dry Saharan lake of the title, and
features the near-whiteout of a winter prairie landscape. The images
are disorienting. We are perhaps meant to reckon with the disturbing
notion that if our senses are unreliable then we have no mechanism for
assessing the world or our selves within it. More likely Viola is simply
inviting us to engage in the principal activity that he says defines his
work: “looking with great focus at the ordinary things around me.”

Today’s Images

The Borusan Contemporary Art Collection exhibition

The departure point for the exhibitions based on selections from the
Borusan Contemporary Art Collection in 2019 is Turgut Uyar, who is
considered to be a pioneer in Modern Turkish poetry. The exhibition
They are Uttered and Left Unfinished All the Loves in the World 11
interprets the recently acquired works in the Borusan Contemporary
Art Collection together with the changing architecture of the Haunted
Mansion, to look at how poetry and visual forms create images
together. Through the transformative power of poetry, the exhibition
aims to bring new perspectives to the contemporary art presentations
of new media works that have been realized through digital means
using contemporary technology.

The exhibition, which brings together works of important contemporary
artists, uses Turgut Uyar's (1927-1985) lines—as powerful today as
they were at the time of writing—to guide the viewers in a novel way.
The “experimental” works of artists from across the world, ranging

in media from video sculpture to photography, neon installations

to interactive reliefs, reveal representations of the digital revolution
that has rapidly taken over daily life. It is not possible to group these
different interpretations under different shared denominators—the
works refer to the different economic, social and aesthetic problems
of our day, inviting viewers to shed passivity and to become active.
The works visualize what Uyar aptly describes in his poetry as “today’s
problems.” The exhibition thus presents contemporary metaphors to
show “permeable” problems and answers.
